ATheir homework will comprise of a set of spellings to
learn and a mental maths worksheet. In addition to
this , children will be expected to read for pleasure,
with comments written in their reading journals.

AThis homework will not be completed in books.
Children will now have clear plastic wallets with the
relevant pieces within and are responsible for
bringing them into school on the correct day
(Wednesday).

Alt is extremely beneficial to listen to your child read
aloud, discussing what has happened and asking
guestions about the text.

Aln Year 5, children will be set spellings on a Friday to
be practised and used in sentences, which must be
handed in on the following Wednesday. The children
will be tested on these spellings on the Friday. Mental
maths will also be handed out on a Friday, to be
handed in the following Wednesday at the latest.
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Homework Expectations

ATimestables up to 12 x 12 and beyond should
also be recited at home.

AMViathletics will be up and running at the end of
the month with the expectation that children
spend short periods of time (%0 minutes) at

least 3 times a week to improve their mental
maths skills.

Aat the end of each term, the children will be

The Importance of Year 5

AThe QCA banding tests will taken place in May 2015. this will include
maths and a reading comprehension. Writing and spelling will be
teacher assessed.

AThe banding results will be given to parents during a secondary
transfer meeting in September 2015.



Banding

Banding is an increasingly popular method of
achieving an intake that reflects the range of
abilities of the children applying to a particular
school or group of schools, or of children in the
local authority or country. Itis not a way to selec
children by high academic ability or aptitude for ¢
particular subject.

Where a school uses banding as an
oversubscription criterion, all children applying
for a place are placed into ability bands based o
their performance in a test or other assessment.
Places are then allocated within each band usin
other oversubscription criteria (e.g. distance,
catchment areas, siblings, random allocation).
